The adult was a sprint triathlon and was broken down as follows: 300 yard pool swim — 13 mile bike
— 3.2 mile run. There were over 187 kids signed up and over 257 adults.

This event was a complete success! We are very proud of all the hard work from our club members,
city workers, police, response teams and the City of McKinney.
