Administrator Best reviewed the parts of the CAPER Report including a 

summary of 2017-2018 activities and performance, the Program Year 

goals and outcomes, the Annual Consolidated Plan, beneficiaries by race 

and ethnicity, percent of low-to-moderate income individuals served, and 

allocation of expenditures.   
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 Vice Chairman Hennie presented a plaque from Habitat for Humanity in 

recognition of the vacant Anthony Street lots that were purchased with CDBG funds.
