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Book Challenge

The library received a challenge to the
Inclusion of the manga title "Assassination
Classroom" in our collection.

The manga series is shelved in our young
adult collection. It follows the daily lives of an
extremely powerful octopus-like teacher and
his students dedicated to the task of
assassinating him to prevent Earth from being
destroyed.

The complaint is that the title is inappropriate
for any age as it teaches people how to
murder, is vulgar, and that such materials
should not be included in our publicly funded
libraries.

Library staff feels the artistic merit and its
extreme popularity, approximately 25
checkouts each per year, of the

series warrant its continues inclusion in our
collection.
