? In November 2018, Downtown McKinney was designated a Cultural District by the Texas
Commission on the Arts (TCA). The designation recognizes a high concentration of cultural
assets within a walkable area.

? The Historic Downtown McKinney Cultural District was established with five core goals - to
create: an environmentally pleasing district; a strong, unified district; a richly diverse district; a
unique, one-of-a-kind district; and an economically vital district.

? In support of cultural diversity, efforts have been dedicated to learn and document more
information about the contributions from people of color from within the district.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

? In 2019, members of the community assembled to capture stories and history of McKinney’s
African-American citizens on video for a documentary. Prominent McKinney African-American
educators were celebrated at a portrait unveiling at MPAC on February 23, and a community
program was presented at Faubion Middle School on February 24, 2019 in honor of Black
History Month.
